Each application will be 
reviewed by the JCB Scholarship Review Board and shall recommend a single 
nominee to the Board of Directors for conformity with the goals of the 
Foundation. The Foundation wishes to encourage and recognize, through its 
scholarships, the promotion and participation in female athletic programs and 
pursuit of higher education.
